
Dear Friends and Family of  God’s Helping Hands,

I am very happy to update you on the many exciting activities that have transpired during the past couple 
of  months at Manos Ayudadoras. As many of  you know, I was recently in Guatemala working with the 
government to make preparations to open up our clinic. The building construction is finished but there are 
still many important events that need to take place in order to open the doors to the public.  

The next steps are for us to furnish the rooms, locate volunteers, and staff  with local personnel.  The 
minimum personnel we are required to have include the following:

- a full time Doctor
- a nurse 
- laboratory / x-ray technician
- a secretary (front desk)
- a cleaning person

In order to staff  the clinic and open it to the public, we are also required to furnish the exam rooms, 
reception area, laboratory, x-ray room, pharmacy, surgical, and emergency room.  We are looking for 
donations to furnish these rooms!  In honor of  each donor who sponsors a room, a plaque will be 
added beside the door of  the room you choose to sponsor.  Here is the break down of  the estimated cost.

Exams Rooms (10) = $1,500 
Dental Room (4) = $2,000
Waiting Room = $1,000
Reception Area = $1,000
Accountant Area = $1,000
Laboratory = $5,000
X-Ray Room = $5,000
Pharmacy = $2,000
Surgical Room = $12,000
Emergency Room = $10,000

Estimated cost to furnish the required rooms:   $60,000  

As you can see, even the bare minimums will take a miracle to open the facilities to the public.  This 
estimate total outlines furnishing only one exam room and one dental room, yet we have 10 exam rooms 
and 4 dental rooms to furnish!  We are in need of  receiving enough contributions through donations, 
volunteer’s time, and equipment to achieve what is required to open in 2010.
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Volunteers and Donations in 2009
We continue to receive the blessings of  many special volunteers at our campus who are dedicated to 
keeping the project moving forward. 

Three hard-working boys from Los Pinos have joined in to help.  Their parents work in one of  the 
houses in the orphanage.   87 year-old Grandpa Moncada from Honduras and his grandson have 
been helping to clean up the trees.

Bershiere Mission a group of  58 volunteers, kindly helped us with many essential tasks in February, 
including the electrical work, laying tile for the hospital and hooking up the bathroom water tanks.  They 
were also able to start the septic tank thanks to Mr. Bob Young and his son Eric.   

Huglely Hospital brought a very skilled group of  individuals to help develop medical clinics this past 
May.  They graciously donated lots of  medical supplies.  Special thanks to Tammy for helping to bridge 
a connection with such an enthusiastic group of  volunteers.  

Tom & Misty Bishop spent Thanksgiving at Manos Ayudadoras for their first time in Guatemala.  
Tom donated an anesthesia machine and brought some supplies ready to use. Special thanks this holiday 
for their support and prayers.

The garden of  Mrs. Evita Juarez has been a bountiful blessing to Manos Ayudadoras.  Her agriculture 
program has been growing and she is now in charge of  the kitchen area that provides cooking and food 
to keep all of  the workers and volunteers healthy and happy. She is growing lentils, garbanzos, black 
beans, abas, yucca, soy beans and more.  

Our Chicken coop is going well.  We have 2,092 chicks and they are growing fast.  They are only 30 
days old and are eating about 200 pounds a day!  We have to feed them for three more months before 
they start laying eggs. This is a big expense to supplement for now, but it will soon pay off.  Otilio, our 
security man’s son, is helping with the coop.

The Fruit trees are growing but require maintenance of  buying fertilizer and insecticide every three 
months. We have not started other projects do to the lack of  funds. 

Mr. Trinidad Osorio has helped facilitate the everyday projects that are underway.  He is helping to 
manage many ongoing projects like finishing the sidewalk from the dorms to the bathrooms, landscaping, 
the formation of  a waterfall in front of  the clinic using laja, a flat rock native from this land.  We are also 
planning to build a big sign, a garden and benches for the facility’s future visitors. Mr. Osorio has been 



helpful in making sure the construction, proper storage of  supplies and materials, and the many site 
proceedings in progress continue run smoothly in preparation for upcoming activities.

Other Exciting Visits in 2009 and Upcoming Events: 
This past October, we were privileged to have Jeremy Robinson and Mark visited from Celebration 
Hospital in Florida.  They are planning to bring 25 people from May 21-28, 2010.  We are very grateful 
to have their expertise in planning to facilitate opening up the surgical floor.  

Pia Soule from Florida Hospital Waterman came for a site visit in November.  We are excited for her to 
bring 35 people to volunteer in June 13 -23, 2010.  As part of  the group we are honored to have Elder 
Robert & Hellen Drachenber, as well her son Ken, the administrator of  the hospital is coming as well.

Also in November, I had the privilege to host my Dad and Mom, Pastor Esteban and Olivia Lopez Porras 
on a visit back home to Guatemala.  At 88 years old, they were strong enough to climb the Tikal pyramid 
ruins! They brought a friend from Albuquerque, Bob and Orie Garcia, who we were glad to have along 
for this special trip. 

We are very thankful to our Lord because we were able to start the foundation of  our 
MULTIPURPOSE CENTER thanks to a donation from ASI this year.   It will help us meet 
many needs we have.  

These last months have been very busy and God has been good to us in uncountable ways.  The 
dedication of  many individuals and organizations has helped Manos Ayudadoras to accomplish amazing 
progress during 2009.  

I would like to take this moment to extend a heartfelt THANK YOU to all of  you who have continued to 
support our journey to provide the local people of  Guatemala the opportunity to adequate healthcare.  
Together, we are helping dreams come true by working together to make a difference in this part of  the 
world.  Included are some photos of  the progress this last year.
